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Transitional Vocational Program

The Transitional Vocational Program
provides post-secondary training to adults
with mild developmental disabilities to help
them prepare for the world of work and
independent living. The program is typically
completed in one year and combines on-
campus instruction with work experience
placements.

Program benefits

Albertans attending a Transitional

Vocational Program:

= Receive career counselling, job search
assistance and various work
experiences;

= Learn general occupational skills such
as keyboarding, equipment use and
workplace safety;

= Develop positive attitudes about the
value of work;

= Develop academic, social and
independent living skills; and

= Participate in recreational and leisure
activities in their community.

Who may apply?

Individuals may apply to the program

directly upon completion of high school and

must be:

= Atleast 18 years of age,

= |dentified as having a developmental
disability and a history of special
education or modified programming,

= Motivated to obtain employment,

= |deally, those able to use public
transportation independently.
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Where is the Transitional Vocational
Program offered?

The Transitional Vocational Program is
offered at several colleges throughout
Alberta. The program combines classroom
and work experience training. Albertans are
encouraged to choose a college that best
meets their needs, interests and goals.
